Fleet Cyber Command/Tenth Fleet Inaugural Chief of Staff to Retire
FORT GEORGE G. MEADE, Md. – U.S. Fleet Cyber Command/U.S. Tenth Fleet’s first chief of staff, who served from Oct. 2009 – July 2012, retired from the U.S. Navy after 31 years of honorable and distinguished service in a ceremony aboard the USS NEW JERSEY(BB 62) Museum July 13.

Capt. Scott A. Robinson, a surface warfare officer originally from Omaha, Neb.,  led the Fleet Cyber Command staff  through its official establishment on Jan. 29, 2010, supporting its mission to serve as the Navy’s central operational authority for networks, cryptologic and signals intelligence, information operations, cyber, electronic warfare, and space capabilities for forces both afloat and ashore.

Vice Adm. Michael S. Rogers, Commander, U.S. Fleet Cyber Command/U.S. Tenth Fleet, and the ceremony’s presiding officer and speaker, said of Robinson’s service, “I find [his] career an amazing reflection of the changes in the Navy over the past 30 years.”
“It starts [with commissioned service] as a surface warfare officer on this mighty battleship…and ends as a cyber-officer on the forefront, the premier indication of the future for us,” he said. “We don’t’ have enough Scott Robinson’s in the United States Navy.”

Robinson then spoke and went on to thank his family, Shipmates throughout the years, and the Fleet Cyber Command/Tenth Fleet staff for their hard work in establishing the command and making it the first among all the cyber service components “… in leading change and driving innovation in the nascent world of cyber warfare.”

“Understand that you are involved in a great effort for the U.S. Navy and the Nation, and that anything of high value takes hard work,” he said.

“You have demonstrated you are up to the challenge - continue to lead…and keep ‘a steady strain,’” (a nautical reference to keeping line taut to hold a ship steady).

During his career, Robinson commanded USS ANZIO (CG 68) from July 2007 until March 2009, taking the ship and crew through a maintenance period and a complete deployment workup cycle with the USS BATAAN Amphibious Ready Group/Marine Expeditionary Unit.  Anzio received the Battle “E” in the 2009 competitive cycle.

He also commanded USS SPRUANCE (DD 963) from January 2001 to September 2002. While Robinson was in command, Spruance completed deployment workups with the JOHN F. KENNEDY Battle Group; a Mediterranean deployment; and received the Commander, Atlantic Fleet Command, Golden Anchor Award for both 2001 and 2002.

Robinson began his career by enlisting in the U.S. Navy in 1976 and attending boot camp at Great Lakes, Ill. in June 1977. Following Personnel Specialist (formerly Peronsonnelman) school and submarine training, he served aboard USS CASIMIR PULASKI (SSBN 633) and qualified in submarines during his first patrol. 

Selected for a Naval Reserve Officers Training Corps scholarship, he graduated in 1982 from the University of Wisconsin – Madison with a Bachelor of Science in Economics. In his senior year, Robinson was a Secretary of the Navy Distinguished Midshipman Graduate and received the Economics Department Senior Thesis and Honors Graduate awards.

His earlier tours at sea included division officer assignments aboard the battleship USS NEW JERSEY (BB 62), department head tours as Chief Engineer on USS JOHN A. MOORE (FFG 19) and the U.S. Atlantic Fleet Propulsion Examining Board, and Executive Officer of USS JOHN S. MCCAIN (DDG 56). 

As a mark of early success in his officer career, in 1986 Robinson was selected as a Commander, Naval Surface Force, U.S. Pacific Fleet “Shiphandler of the Year.” 

Robinson throughout the years also became a proven sub-specialist in financial management and served assignments in the Pentagon, including tours serving as the Financial Officer for the Surface Warfare Division (N86), Office of the Under Secretary of Defense, Acquisition, Technology, and Logistics (AT&L), Joint Chiefs of Staff (J-8) RAMO Director, United States Marine Corps Programs and Resources Office Blue Cell, and Ship Operations Officer in the Financial Management and Budget Office (N82/FMB). 

He is also a 1988 distinguished graduate in finance from The Paul Merage School of Business MBA program at the University of California, Irvine.
